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	State officially names health administrator

   For nearly a year, Steve Mitnick was Charlotte County’s acting health administrator, but the state Department of Health officially named him to the seat on Thursday. 
   As the county’s acting administrator, Mitnick was responsible for a $5.6 million budget, and he began a leadership forum where officials can talk about business and public health practices. 
   He also reorganized clinic operations and community outreach programs. 
   Mitnick couldn’t be reached for comment Thursday. 
   DOH spokesman Fernando Senra said the state believed Mitnick worked well in Charlotte and asked him to officially apply for the position in the summer of 2006. 
   Before Mitnick took the Charlotte job, he was an acting county health administrator in Bradford and Union counties, which are near the Panhandle. 
   He was the head of all operations for these two counties from July to October 2005. 
   Mitnick also worked in Lee County’s Health Department  in Fort Myers. 
   He has a number of degrees under his belt, including a bachelor’s degree in nursing from the University of the State of New York in 1985, and his master’s degree in nursing from Virginia Commonwealth University in 1987.
