‘Drive-thru’ flu clinic planned 

With flu season right around the corner, and with reported influenza activity in the state of Florida already this year, the Charlotte County Health Department will be holding its “drivethru” influenza and pneumonia clinic for adults Sept. 27. Influenza vaccinations are $25 and pneumonia vaccinations are $35. Acceptable forms of payment are cash, check and Medicare. The health department is unable to accept Medicare HMOs at this time. Bring your Medicare card with you to the event. If you are unable to attend this event, flu shots are still available, by appointment at all CCHD sites. Contact your local site for an appointment.
