   In light of recent national attention regarding Methicillin Resistant Staphylococcus aureus (MRSA), there has been increased concern about MRSA infections among Charlotte county residents. 
   In response to this growing concern, the Charlotte County Health Department as pneumonia or bloodstream infection. 
   Single cases of MRSA are not reportable in Florida; however the Florida Department of Health (FDOH) does investigate clusters or outbreaks of MRSA. 
   There are confirmed cases of MRSA in Charlotte county, but currently there are no MRSA clusters of concern. 
   CCHD stresses the importance of hygiene and handwashing to prevent staphylococcus infections. Individuals with potential staphylococcus infections should seek medical attention for proper diagnosis and treatment.
