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Charlotte County announces new pediatric clinic

The Charlotte County Health Department announces the grand opening of its Primary Care Pediatric Clinic at 2 p.m. Wednesday. The celebration will take place at the Charlotte County Health Department's recently relocated Port Charlotte clinic, 1994 Kings Highway, in the Kings Crossing Shopping Center.

The clinic addresses a deficit in Charlotte County's ratio of pediatric health care practitioners to pediatric clients.

As of 2006, there were approximately 27 physicians (11 pediatric physicians and 16 family practice physicians) to provide primary care for more than 24,000 Charlotte County children.

CCHD officials say that almost half of the children in the county are currently unable to access pediatricians because of their insurance status or lack of insurance coverage.

Clinical services will include preventative examinations, school physicals, sports physicals and treatment of illnesses.
