Flu ‘drive thru’ clinic to be held

“drive thru” influenza and pneumonia clinic for adults from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. on Friday at the Punta Gorda Fire Station No. 1, 
1410 Tamiami Trail. There will be no H1N1 (Swine) flu or pediatric flu vaccines available at this clinic. Influenza vaccinations 
cost $25 each and pneumonia vaccinations cost $40. Cash, checks and Medicare accepted. They are unable to accept 
Medicare HMO’s at this time. Participants should bring their Medicare card with them to the event. For more information 
and to expedite your flu shot visit, you can fill in and print your influenza and/or pneumonia consent packet ahead of time 
by visiting www.CharlotteCHD.com and clicking on “Expedite Your Visit.”
